In order to ensure that we place a learner on the correct level / size of qualification that suits their individual needs criteria has been written to support this procedure. 

The following guidelines have been devised for each level / size of qualification to guide learners and staff:-

Learners should have:
· GCSE at `C’ or above in English/Maths, Science (Double) plus 3 others (7 in total)

· Attendance at or above 90%

· Initial assessment Literacy at or above Level 2

· Initial assessment Numeracy at or working towards Level 2

· Previous experience and taster report linked to learner history to be taken into account

BTEC Subsidiary Diploma (60 credits)
Learners should have:
· GCSE at `C’ or above in English or Maths or Science plus 4 others (5 in total)

· Attendance at or above 80%

· Initial assessment Literacy at Level 2

· Initial assessment Numeracy at or working towards Level 2

· Previous experience and taster report linked to learner history to be taken into account

(e.g. NVQ 2 in related subject area to support progression, high level of timely achievement, standard of assessment is outstanding)

BTEC Certificate (30 credits)
Learners should have:
· GCSEs at `C’ or above in English or Maths or Science plus 3 others (4 in total)

· Attendance at or above 80%

· Initial assessment Literacy at Level 2

· Initial assessment Numeracy at Level 1

· Previous experience and taster reports, linked to learner history to be taken into account

(e.g. NVQ 2 in related subject area to support progression, standard of assessment at this level “Good”)
Level 2 Qualifications

First Diploma 
Learners should have:
· 4 GCSEs at D

· Attendance above 80%

· Initial assessment English at Level 1

· Initial assessment Maths, at or working towards Level 1

· Desire to progress to Extended Diploma and possibly University

· Recommendation from taster

NVQ 2   
Learners should have:
· No formal qualifications required however a relevant Level 1 short course would be advantage

· Positive reference from relevant voluntary work

· Attendance above 80%

· Initial assessment English at  Level 1

· Initial assessment Maths at or working towards Level 1

· Recommendation from taster 
Foundation Learning   
Learners should have:
· No formal qualifications required, however an interest in working in the fitness or related industry

· Initial assessment English at Entry Level 3

· Initial assessment Maths at or working towards Entry Level 3
