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These are different kinds of safety signs.
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	Blue circles tell you what you must do.

They are called mandatory signs.
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	Red circles with a line tell you what you must not do or use.
They are called prohibitive signs.

	
	Black and Yellow triangles tell you to be careful.
They are called warning signs.

	
	Green and white squares or rectangles give you information about first aid, fire escape or safe conditions.

	
	Red squares or rectangles give information about fire equipment.

What to do in an emergency

The person in charge must tell you what you do in an emergency.  You must know what to do if there is a fire.
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	You need to know which doors must be kept shut. There are signs on doors that must be kept shut.

	You need to know where the fire alarms are.
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	You need to know where the fire equipment is kept.


You must know how to leave the building. You must know where the fire exits are.
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	Sometimes the signs have exit on them.
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	Sometimes the signs have an arrow that shows the way to go.
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	Sometimes a figure shows you the way to go.
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You must know where to meet when you leave the building. This is called the assembly point or muster point.
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	Sometimes the sign is a picture.
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	This sign shows where people who use wheelchairs go in an emergency.

	Sometimes the sign uses words.
