Resource 2: Tables of NOCN Step-UP units to be delivered at participating schools 
Introduction
All schools participating in the Surrey Collaborative Curriculum Project have identified those units within the National Open College Network Skills Towards Enabling Progression (NOCN Step-UP) qualification which they would be willing to offer on a collaborative basis. It does not indicate the full range of what schools can offer, which would be much greater. In September 2009 the offer will be limited in scope but the first table indicates the breadth of the potential offer. The tables which follow illustrate the first step of a process of increasing collaborative opportunities to learners over forthcoming years. Crucial to the success of the project will be the outcomes of the formative and summative evaluation of the provision during 2009/10.
Analysis of the units offered indicates that the schools are much more willing and able to offer Entry Level 3 units rather than Level 1. This is not surprising for special schools. However further analysis also indicates that all schools, with the exception of one, are confident in offering some Level 1 provision. As individual schools, the Level 1 offer would be very limited, but collectively the offer can be significant and support the stretch and challenge that this might offer to some of the students. Generally the collaborative offer, whether at Level 2 or Entry Level, is significantly greater than individual schools can offer.

Additional observations
All schools participating in the Surrey Collaborative Curriculum Project have identified the units above from within the NOCN Step-UP qualification which they would be willing to offer on a collaborative basis. As observed in the introduction, analysis of the units offered indicates that the schools are much more willing and able to offer Entry Level 3 units as opposed to Level 1. Although not surprising for special schools, the collective, collaborative offer provides many more opportunities for Level 1 achievement. Similarly there are observations which can be made with regard to subjects or units on offer in terms of skills or content as well as of level. 

Analysis by subject or vocational area indicates how a collaborative framework may impact upon the quality, as well as the quantity, of the offer by allowing individual schools to specialise. 

· Although employability skill units and PSD units are more evenly distributed across the partners, where a school alone offers a particular employability unit over another often is to do with a greater specialisation. For example only one school specifically offers job-seeking and interview skills.
· Two schools are particularly confident in the area of ICT.
· One school is confident in supporting work in the area of local history.
· Broader units supporting healthy living are more widely offered, although three schools are confident in supporting learning with regard to drug and alcohol abuse, and one is more confident in offering individual support at Level 1 on drug awareness.
· Two schools are confident in land-based subjects.
· One school is confident in supporting leisure pursuits.
· Only one identifies wide support for motor vehicle learning.
· Two schools are confident in offering specific music skills to learners across the partnership.

Although the partnership has not specifically identified school specialisms at this stage, the opportunity to do so at a later date is clearly evident.
