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Synonyms 
A synonym is a word that is very similar in meaning to another – for example, joyous and elated are synonyms, as are difficult  and challenging.

Sometimes a word can have more than one meaning. A dictionary that gives definitions can help you understand the different meanings that a word may have. For example, right means correct and also the opposite side to left. A thesaurus is a dictionary of synonyms and can give several different choices for a single word.
