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What type of training do drivers have to do?

You can obtain a Driver CPC by completing four hours of theory testing and two hours of practical tests. The tests can be taken in modules. A module is a unit or part of a course or test that you can take when you are ready. When you complete and pass all the modules you achieve a qualification, a certificate or, in this case a vocational licence and Driver CPC.

The modules will be:

· 2 hours 30 minutes theory test

· 1 hour 30 minutes theory test (case studies)

· 1 hour 30 minutes practical test

· 30 minutes practical demonstration of vehicle safety.
