Narrator: Henshaws College in Harrogate have strategically embedded diverse technologies throughout their broad curriculum that promote inclusive and accessible learning for those with a visual impairment and in doing so have distinguished themselves for improving learner outcomes.

Beverley Jessop, Deputy Director for Education: The ethos of Henshaws College is all about being positive with regards to students' abilities.

Christine Sherman, ICT Team Leader: So many of our students are really motivated by technology and to actually see them come in and be able to do something for themselves, which the technology enables them to do, that is just a wonderful thing.

Jen Divers, Student: The facilities and the technology is very useful for us especially the ones that can't see. I feel like it's really helping. It's just learning like everybody else, but we're doing it differently. I can do a lot of things on me own.

Beverley Jessop: We see the impact of technology every day with students in terms of their independence and their vocation skills, the way students increase in confidence, the way they

develop in their self belief and these skills are ones that they continue to develop.

Jen Divers: We've got our Daisy Player, which, when we do our tea preps, that's what we use...

I mean with the audio recipes, that will just say what we have to do. What ingredients we need. 

What equipment we need to get out and that's all technology-based.

Narrator: Naturally, the college are proud of every innovation that supports the growing confidence of learners in both their independent living skills and their curriculum work.

Their recipe for success is simple: to be forever open-minded about possibilities and to facilitate accessibility and inclusion for all their learners, as they encourage every individual

to create their very own future.

Jane Robertson, Curriculum Manager for Pre-Vocational: The college realises how important it is for students to have work placements; real-life workplace placements, so they can use the skills learnt at college and can take those skills with them when they leave college.

A really good example is students who go off to do work placement at Harrogate Hospital Radio.

It's one that they love because of their interest in music and six students have gone live, which gives them great confidence and self-worth.

Jen (on the radio): Good morning everyone...and you're listening to me, Jen, who's on Harrogate Hospital Radio. If you'd like a request or a dedication...

Oliver Staples, Studio Manager: Ever since Jenny came to us she's been absolutely great, she's got a real personality on the radio. She sounds fabulous and she's in control all the time and it's nice to see someone with that talent come to us.

Jen (on the radio): You ring me, Jen, on the number [gives number], which doesn't cost a penny...

Jen Rivers: Music is one of me favourite  things. The time at the radio station has helped me

a lot because I want to be a DJ.

Jen (on the radio): ...and the first song I'm gonna play is Girls Aloud and The Promise...

Jen Rivers: This is something that's gonna be a really big thing for me now.
