Safeguarding is taken very seriously and is a top priority at Peachy Town Council (PTC).  We meet all the requirements of the new Common Inspection Framework for safeguarding and as a result have awarded ourselves a Grade 2 for safeguarding. All our learners are safe and there are no reported incidents or areas of concern. There is a detailed and thorough policy in place for safeguarding children and vulnerable adults. PTC has a dedicated member of staff who takes responsibility for safeguarding and will take responsibility for all staff training on safeguarding in due course. All staff have been through the appropriate checks and are therefore able to work with children and vulnerable adults. We have a voluntary system for all our governors, trustees and volunteers if they wish to go through the external checks we will fund this process to provide encouragement.

So far during the peer review you have found out that:

· A recent survey revealed most learners feel safe, however some learners who attend rural locations that are poorly lit at night feel vulnerable and are nervous about parking where lighting is poor.
· In the learners induction packs there is leaflet on being safe and safe working practice. It is also clearly written, explaining how and who to report any concerns to.  
· Visiting one of the outreach sites there were concerns using extension leads across the floor with no warning signs.
· Central CRB list in place but only four staff have actually been identified as completing the CRB check.
· There is a named person for safeguarding but she was only given the task a week ago and has little knowledge or understanding of the role yet.

· The policy it very detailed and complicated – it has been produced from within the legal team.

· The policy is available on the intranet for staff however staff are not able to demonstrate they are familiar with the content.

· Peachy City council work with voluntary agencies, including some for under-18s; the provider has not discussed safeguarding or risk assessment of their volunteers.

· Training is planned but nothing has taken place so far regarding safeguarding. 
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
